BHE-06-T02 Downeast Reliability project

It was moved and seconded to recommend to ISO New England Inc. approval of the Bangor Hydro Electric Company Transmission Facilities Proposed Plan Application BHE-06-T02 for the Downeast Reliability project, which consist of 35 miles of new 115kV network transmission line originating as a tap on the new Line 61 that originates at Boggy Brook switching station and ending at an existing 115/34.5kV Harrington substation, to improve area reliability and ability to serve load.  This project has an in service date of 12/2009 as detailed in Mr. Jeffrey Fenn’s April 17, 2006 letter to Mr. Don Gates – Chairman of the NEPOOL Reliability Committee, is classified as Level 1, and will not have a significant adverse impact on the reliability or operating characteristics of the Bangor Hydro Electric (BHE) transmission facilities, the transmission facilities of another Transmission Owner, or the system of a Market Participant.
