1. Title Page - Updated References list and addition of References to address NERC Standard NUC-001-.
2. Section 1. Introduction - Updated the name of OP 14 to be current.
3. Section 1. Introduction - Addition of Nuclear Plant Interface Requirements (NPIRs) and that they are documented in ISO Form NX-12.
4. Section 3. Area Transmission Requirements – Addition that NPIRs are met.
5. Section 4. Transmission Transfer Capability – Addition that NPIRs are not violated.
6. List of Definitions – Addition of NPIRs to definition of Applicable Emergency Limit.
7. List of Definitions – Addition of NPIRs and that the definition is in the NERC Glossary of Terms Used in Reliability Standards and that NPIRs are documented in ISO Form NX12.
Planning Procedure 5-1
1. Section 1.1.4 – Addition of two footnotes to clarify that Participants review proposed changes to the system through the RC Proposed Plan Application (PPA) review process and how Participants may become involved in the task force PPA review process.

2. Attachment I – Generator Proposed Plan Application – Updated Item 6.b. to reflect current NPCC document addressing under-frequency protection requirements of generators [Unrelated to NUC-001-2].

Planning Procedure 5-3
1. Section 3.2 Evaluation – Included demonstration that Nuclear Plant Interface Requirements (NPIRs) are met and that they are documented in ISO Form NX-12.

2. Section 3.3.2.1 Results Reporting Subsection – Addition that reported results should include a plan/modification’s impact on the NPIRs.
3. Section 3.3.3.2 Steady State Subsection – Addition that analysis results support that a change will meet the NPIRs.

4. Section 3.4 Other Testing – Addition to link Nuclear Plant Operator review under the NUC-001-2 to the PPA analysis/review process.
5. Section 3.5.3.2 – Stability Evaluations Subsection – Addition that analysis results support that a change will meet the NPIRs.

6. Section 4.0 Protection Systems and Dynamic Control Systems – Addition that changes in protection systems include assurance that the NPIRs will be met.

7. Section 5.1 Definitions – Applicable Emergency Limit – Deletion of outdated “quoted” definition and clarification of the second sentence of the third paragraph [Unrelated to NUC-001-2].
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
