	Transitional Amendments to Conform Tariff to e-Tariff Software Requirements – Sections I (Certain Definitions) and II (OATT), Schedules 22 (LGIP), 23 (SGIP) and 24 (NAESB Standards)



This memorandum provides a high level overview of the revisions to certain provisions in Sections I and II of the ISO New England Transmission, Markets and Services Tariff (“Tariff”) that ISO New England Inc. (“ISO”) will be presenting to the NEPOOL Transmission Committee at its February 17, 2010 meeting.  The revisions are necessary to conform these sections to the set of standards developed for electronic tariff (“e-Tariff”) filings pursuant to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission’s (“FERC”) Order No. 714.

In 2004, FERC initiated its efforts to require public utilities and other companies to file tariff and tariff-related materials electronically.  These efforts culminated in Order No. 714, which was issued on September 19, 2008, in Docket No. RM01-5-000.  At a high level, Order No. 714 required regulated entities to work with vendors in the development and testing of software for electronic tariff filings and, following the software development, to make a filing to establish a baseline tariff.  It is expected that the availability of e-Tariff will (1) provide a system to manage the constantly changing nature of tariffs, rate schedules, jurisdictional contracts and other service agreements, (2) facilitate historical tariff research, (3) allow “time slice” analysis of tariffs, and (4) provide public access via the internet.  It will also replace FERC’s compilation of “tariff books” and supplement its eLibrary system.

To comply with Order No. 714, the ISO will be filing a baseline of the entire tariff in electronic form with FERC on August 13, 2010.  The baseline e-Tariff filing will not include any new and/or substantive tariff revisions.  Rather, it will reflect only existing accepted tariff provisions.  Prior to submitting its baseline filing, however, the ISO needs to make certain non-substantive and/or administrative changes to the Tariff in order to conform the tariff provisions to the e-Tariff software standards.  These revisions will include, for example:  (1) revisions to all table of contents to remove internal pagination references, (2) revisions to certain section headers/titles to conform to 60-character limit, (3) incorporate all footnotes into the text, and (4) where appropriate, correct existing ministerial errors in the Tariff (e.g., spelling errors).  The transitional clean-up filing to conform the Tariff to the e-Tariff software will be made on June 1, 2010.  The Transmission Committee will be asked to review and act on the revisions to the sections within Section I and II of the Tariff that are within its purview in March/April 2010.  The Participants Committee will be asked to review and act on the revisions on May 7, 2010.     
The proposed changes to Sections I and II of the Tariff are included in the materials for the February 17, 2010 meeting.  To facilitate your review of the proposed changes, attached is a list of the revisions along with a brief explanation.
