Transmission Settlement Subcommittee Responsibilities


The NEPOOL Transmission Settlement Subcommittee (TSS) is responsible for overseeing transmission settlement functions related to the Restated NEPOOL Agreement and the NEPOOL Open Access Transmission Tariff (OATT). The TSS is responsible for recommending to the NEPOOL Tariff Committee (TC).

· development of or modification to ISO Tariff Settlement procedures.

· annual updates to and reviews of the rates charged under the NEPOOL OATT;

· resolution of transmission rate design issues;

· resolution of issues related to transmission settlement software conformance with the Restated NEPOOL Agreement and the NEPOOL OATT;

· disposition of transmission settlement adjustments (the TSS may approve certain of these adjustments in accordance with established procedures);

· solutions to transmission settlement issues referred to it by the TC, the Independent System Operator, or Participants, as appropriate.


These responsibilities include preparing reports and economic comparisons, assisting in the selection of consultants and vendors, as appropriate, and carrying out such other special assignments as requested by the TC.  The TSS is also responsible for ensuring that current settlement practice conforms to approved rules and procedures, the Restated NEPOOL Agreement, and the NEPOOL OATT.  The TSS also has the discretion to direct the ISO to implement error corrections (non-methodology) relating to OATT rate-related revenue requirements and load information, to the extent that such changes do not result in a rate change of more than 5 cents per kW-year. The TSS will report such corrections to the TC.


Participant membership on this Subcommittee is limited to the same number of members to which a participant is entitled on the TC.  At least four members of this Subcommittee should be members or alternates of the TC with each representing a different Participant.  The officers of this Subcommittee are elected by the TC.


Proposed recommendations to the TC shall be identified in formal motions to be considered by the TSS.  Votes on such motion shall be taken and recorded.  Recommendations shall be effective only upon an affirmative vote of 60% of the members present at the meeting.  A majority of voting members will constitute a quorum.  The Chairperson of the TSS, at his/her discretion, may also seek TC review of an issue.  This does not preclude the right of a Participant to seek TC consideration of issues or of any action taken by the TSS. The TSS will notify the TC of actions taken by the TSS within 5 working days after the TSS meeting.  Such notification may include recommendations for TC action.

The TSS may form task forces for specific assignments in its area of responsibility.
